1. Lift the vehicle and place jack stands under the rear axle, and then remove both rear wheels.

2. Using a flat blade screwdriver, detach the brake cable from the caliper and siide the brake cable out of the

control arm. Repeat on both sides.

3. Using an 1Smm wrench or socket, remove both control arm bolts and remove the control arm.

NOTE: Do not remove more than one control arm at a time.

4. Whiteline Control Arms come pre-adjusted at stock length, however it is recommended at this stage that you

double check the size by lining them up against the stock arms.

5. Using the supplied grease, apply grease to outside face of Whiteline control arm bushings. Install the control

arm using the factory bolts with the wider bushing towards the rear of the car and the thicker side of the rear

bushing facing towards the inside of the car. Insert one washer on each side of the front of the arm. Tighten all

mounting bolts to 130 ft/lbs.

6. Repeat steps 2 through 5 on the opposite side.

1. Re-install the brake cables.

8. Apply thread lock and tighten the jam nuts, then re-install the wheels. Double check all control arm bolts.
